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Muriel Robinson was nominated onto the Council by GuildHE in 2008.
Among her external roles as Principal Muriel is a governor of two local schools, a member of the
Lincolnshire Assembly Executive Group, a Vice-Chair of GuildHE and co-ordinator of the Church

Communion.  Muriel has served on national committees such as the Burgess Group and currently
chair the Credit Issues Development Group.
Muriel's research interests remain in the area of media with particular reference to the
competences and confidence of young people and intending teachers and to the contrasts between
the ways different generations engage with new media.
